	Return your Licence to Occupy and pay your room deposit

	You will be issued a copy of your College Contract once all of your conditions have been met.  Please sign and return to (admissions@hmc.ox.ac.uk) as soon as possible. 

Your Department will be in touch with you about your University Card Form: please follow their instructions about returning this to the University. 

Please note that in signing the contracts you are agreeing to abide by both the rules of the College Handbook and of the University Exam Regulations.  The return of your University Contract will trigger your University Card and email address which you will need in advance of arrival, so it is important to return it promptly.

	Make sure you have had all the necessary vaccinations

For those coming from some countries, vaccinations may be a requirement if your visa.


	

	Complete student pre-registration
	You will be emailed via IT Services a User ID and login details for the Student Self-Service website (www.ox.ac.uk/students) once your returned University Contract has been processed.  Please, in advance of your arrival in Oxford, logon to Student Self-Service and self- register.  Please could you also follow the instructions provided to activate your University email address.

Please note that you will not be issued with login details and an activation code until your University Card form has been returned and processed.

Until you have been fully registered you won’t be able to access online resources or enrolment certificates which you may need for a variety of purposes.

	

	Make sure you have all the IT software you need – including setting up eduroam wifi in advance of arrival.

	Disclose any long-term health conditions or disabilities which may affect your studies

For Action before 15 October:
	Purchase your academic dress (gown and subfusc)
	Please make sure that you have an academic gown and sub fusc in time for the Matriculation Ceremony on 16 October 2021: we are expecting that there will be an opportunity for formal photography on this day. 
Details of what is required for sub fusc can be found in the ‘Matriculation and Academic Dress’ section of the Freshers’ Webpage. Order forms for academic gowns can also be accessed there.
Please note that academic dress will also be required for formal meals (gowns only), examinations and graduation. 

	


Additional Actions for International Postgraduate Freshers
	Make sure you have the appropriate immigration documents 
	For information regarding applying for a visa please see http://www.ox.ac.uk/students/international_students/.  Visas can take a long time to come through and so, if one is required, please apply at the earliest opportunity to allow plenty of time for your application to be processed.  Your Department will process the request for the CAS number you will require for your visa once all conditions attached to an offer have been met.  If you have any questions please contact your Department.  

Please note that International Freshers holding Tier 4 Visas will be required to bring their passports to the registration session scheduled as part of Freshers’ Week (see Freshers’ Week timetable).  As the sponsor of Visa holders we are required to keep and record a scanned copy of the passports of all Tier 4 Visa holders.  


	

	Register with the Police 
	Some (non-EEA) nationals are legally required to register with the Police within 7 days of arrival into the UK.  For further information about whether you will need to, and if so what is involved, please see the information provided in the International Students’ section of the Freshers’ Webpage.

	

	Set up a UK Bank Account
